This yearôs trip to Arusha, Tanzania is from June 12-22 
and I invite you to pray for the group of 28 participants 

made up of members and friends of First Pres and a 

group from St. Augustine, Florida Young Life.  We will 
be engaging in the continued construction of the pre-

school for children whose parents have died of AIDS, 
built by Young Life to communicate commitment and 

love for the community and children of Sokoine 1, the 

poorest slum in Tanzania.  The space is also used by 
Young Life to reach teenagers.  Approximately 200 ï 

300 children come to the work site each day because 
they are curious and want to help.  For them, helping 

haul rocks and working with a shovel or paint brush is 
exciting and akin to a day at Disney!  Each afternoon 

members of our team will lead the children in Vacation 

Bible School activities sharing the hope of Jesus Christ 
in winsome ways with the help of translators, simple 

crafts and a lot of prayer!  We are deeply appreciative 
for all of you who helped make this trip possible with 

your prayers, collection of items to give away and lov-

ing support.  As a result we will be giving away used 
soccer uniforms and equipment for the teams of chil-
